The West Virginia Senate is again considering a bill to make English the official language of West Virginia.  Senate Bill No. 173 was introduced by Senators Bailey, Prezioso, Minard, Yoder, Barnes, and Sypolt on January 23.  Similar legislation has been introduced each year for the last four years, and each time WVTESOL members have helped to defeat it.  TESOL and WVTESOL are opposed to any “English Only” legislation (see position statement on this site).
